Procedures for Seminar Visitors
If you do not work for NOAA, you need to arrange for someone from EMC to meet you in the lobby & sign you into the building.  If you do not know anyone at EMC, Ken Campana, Lisa Faunce or Tammy Braun will sign you in for EMC seminars. You will be asked to show a photo ID.  You must provide the following information to your EMC contact several days before the seminar so they can give it WWB security 24 hours before your visit: 

   Visitor names(s) 

   Point of contact to include a telephone number and line office 

   Date and time of visit 

   The company/organization the visitor(s) represents 

   Location of meeting 

Otherwise it may cause delays for you at the security desk.

Procedures for Attending Workshops
EMC will provide a workshop attendee list to the lobby guards and arrange for contacts who will meet you in the lobby to sign you in and escort your group up to the workshop.  It is important to RSVP promptly after getting the workshop announcement and to provide the following information about EACH MEMBER of your group that is attending the workshop:  Name, Organization, Phone Number, email address.
Foreign Nationals 

The NOAA security office requires that all foreign nationals fill out a foreign visitor information form at least 30 days in advance. Airport exit road is I-195 

Take I-95 or MD-295 south to I-495 (Washington Beltway). 

Go south (to VA) on inner loop 

Take exit 7B (Route 5 Branch Ave/Silver Hill) 

The exit ramp will end at the corner of Auth Road & Auth Place 

(EMC is the tall building ahead of you on the corner) 

Turn right onto Auth Road & immediately turn left into the EMC parking lot  

     (there is a gate & communications box) 

from Dulles (driving east)

Aviation Dr (Dulles exit road) to Access Rd (267) 

Turn left on ramp to Dulles Airport Access Rd and go 14 mi to I-495 (beltway) 

Exit right onto I-495 (Richmond) & go to Maryland over Wilson bridge 

       Take exit 7B (Route 5 Branch Ave/Silver Hill) turn left (north) on Branch Ave 

       Turn right at the next traffic light onto Auth Road 

       Continue through next intersection (Auth Place) 

       **EMC is large building on corner - on the left** 

       Turn left into EMC parking lot immediately after the intersection 

            (there is a gate & communications box) 

from National (driving east)

       Exit airport onto US Highway 1 south (Jeff Davis Hwy) 

       Go south to I-495/I-95 (Baltimore ramp) 

       Cross into Maryland over Wilson bridge 

       Take exit 7B (Route 5 Branch Ave/Silver Hill) turn left (north) on Branch Ave 

       Turn right at the next traffic light onto Auth Road 

       Go just past next intersection (Auth Place) 

       **EMC is large building on corner - on the left** 

       Turn left into EMC parking lot immediately after the intersection 

       (there is a gate & communications box) 

Metro to NCEP 

       Nearest Metro station is Branch Ave (last station on south end of green line) 

       Go through metro parking lot toward Old Soper Road 

       (you'll see a tall building with a satellite dish ahead in the distance) 

       Walk left (south) on Old Soper 1 block to traffic circle 

       Cross Old Soper just before circle & go right (west) on Auth Road 

       (stay on right/north side of Auth Road) 

EMC is 1 very long block away on the right - at the corner of Auth Road & Auth Place at the first traffic light 

AT NCEP 

The NOAA Science Center is located on the northeast corner of the intersection of Auth Road & Auth Place (1 block east of Branch Ave/MD Route 5).  The visitor gate is located on Auth Road, just east of the traffic light where Auth Place/exit 7B (495-west) intersects Auth Rd.  At the gate you must communicate to the guard by intercom that you are a visitor and the purpose of your visit and park in our parking lot.  The front door of our building is badge-activated so visitors will have to be admitted by the front desk - use the far-left front door.  There is an intercom to the left of the front door where you can ask the guard for admission if they don’t unlock the door as soon as they see you there at the door.
