At today's meeting, I will need some feedback from the various major modeling groups on Zeus and GAEA issues that we've escalated.  We have some responses related to three of our issues, and I need to know everyone's opinions on them so I can take some feedback to the next NCEP Escalation meeting.  In particular, these are the issues we need to discuss:

1. Zeus rstprod -- how well is this working for people?  Also, I don't think everyone is using it right yet; after you run tag_rstprod, you have to chgrp the files to something other than rstprod or you will
still take up the rstprod quota.  The "-g" option to tag_rstprod does that for you.  Also, has anyone been relying on rstprod directories? The tag_rstprod was not created with that in mind, but it could be
modified to do so.

2. GAEA MPMD -- the official response from GFDL is that there will not be any support for MPMD scripts on GAEA.  Not now, not ever.  We will have to rewrite our scripts as Fortran programs, and avoid overloading the batch and LDTN nodes.  Should we request additional batch and LDTN nodes be added?  Should we attempt to escalate the issue directly to NOAA HQ?  (I can't do that; it would require Bill's direct intervention.)

3. Zeus web access -- the current tentative plan suggested by NCO is for the firewall surrounding RZDM (the "De-Militarized Zone" firewall) to be upgraded when we move to the new building.  At that point, Zeus will be given direct access to RZDM.  This is only a tentative plan at this point, but your feedback would be appreciated.
