ACTION ITEMS

1)        Draw up plans for generation  of 06Z & 18Z “control” analysis at MSC & transmission to NCEP (28 Dec, Yves Pelletier – Dick Wobus)

2)         Decide which NCEP CDAS (to connect with reanalysis climatology) analysis to use (2-day old or near-real time) and prepare plan for real time transmission to MSC (28 Dec, Dick Wobus/Dave Michaud – Richard Verret)

3)         Provide statistics on fit of 30yr raw mean to 4-component Fourier smoothed climatological mean (28 Dec, Yuejian Zhu – Richard Verret)

4)         NCEP prepares implementation notice 90 days in advance (expected by mid-Febr, Brent Gordon)

5)         NCEP provides GRIB1, GRIB2 sample data and GRIB converter software (Jan 5, Richard Wobus – Yves Pelletier)

6)         Assess realiability / fault rate of current ftp data connection (15 Jan, Brent Gordon – Yves Pelletier)

7)         Provide initial cost estimate (to be shared by MSC/NWS) of direct link (15 Jan, Yves Pelletier)

8)         Spring workshop plans confirmed (Dec 22, Z. Toth – L. Lefaivre)

NOTES

1)         MSC new implementation

2)          Equal weights used as default for Spring implementation; Correlation method for weights dropped; NCEP favors “best member” or similar statistics; will compare with MSC Bayesian and other potential methods

3)          Agreed to use mean of MSC/NCEP analysis when determining weights

4)          Colleague of Laurie Wilson plans to talk with Roman Krzystofowicz about Baysean ideas

5)          Decided to synchronize operational implementations related to the data transfer only; other implementations coordinated less strictly (+/- 15/30 days)

6)          Possible need/costs for direct link should be considered for operational data exchange

7)          FNMOC ready for initial data exchange by February

8)          AFWA wants raw (not post-processed) data, will get MSC data directly from MSC

9)          FNMOC to implement ET technique, forecasts out to 15 days, and increased resolution OR twice a day ensemble in spring

10)      UK Metoffice proposes to exchange data through TIGGE – this allows only research applications 

11)      Next meeting proposed for 24-25 Jan

12)      NCEP plans to implement wave ensemble in spring/summer
